2. Check boxes routinely for ants & parasites and control as needed

3. Remember to make allowance for HEAT this summer --add roof over-
hang, move boxes, or make adjustments as necessary to control heat

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Snakes in Bluebird Boxes....Just Nature?? by Regina Garr

For decades, I have heard the occasional comment that it is inappropriate to baffle our nest boxes against snake
predation because ““ Snakes have to eat too ,and after all, it is just nature for them to eat birds”. A recent study by re-
searchers at the University of Illinois and conducted in Southern Illinois, shed some very interesting light onto the topic
of snake predation. For the study, researchers implanted rat snakes with radio transmitters to retrieve data , plus tracked
the happenings at over 300 bird nests ( not in nest boxes). They also monitored other nests which weren’t an official part
of the study via video cameras. Here’s a few highlights:
¢ Snake predation is higher in “fragmented forested areas”. (snakes go into the wooded area to eat and come back out

to the edges or open area to regulate body temperature, breed , and shed their skin)

e Snake predation is much higher on nests where young are being fed than where eggs are being incubated.

My own nest box records over the years certainly concur with that second statement! And I think many other blue-
birders would agree that it seems to be the nestlings that are the most often predated by snakes. Why? Researchers point
to observations of snakes watching parent birds flying back and forth to the same place to feed young.

Another comment made by one of the researchers in this study, caught my eye: “Everywhere there have been
camera studies, as long as it is wooded or semi-wooded habitat, rat snakes emerge as the single most important preda-
tor. They 're common throughout the range and they re really good at finding bird nests”

I also think that it is significant that rat snakes appear to gain an advantage with the unnatural fragmentation of for-
ested areas due to development, etc. Considering the above information, I have concluded that the rat snake predation in
my nest box a top a metal pole is really not terribly “natural” and I will continue to use baffles to protect bluebirds in my
nest boxes. The rat snakes appear to be doing quite well without bluebird meals from my boxes! Check out this study at
